WORK INJURY COMPENSATION ACT
(AMENDMENT OF SECOND AND THIRD SCHEDULES)
ORDER 2012

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 44 of the Work
Injury Compensation Act, the Minister for Manpower hereby makes
the following Order:

Citation and commencement

1. This Order may be cited as the Work Injury Compensation Act
(Amendment of Second and Third Schedules) Order 2012 and shall
come into operation on 1st June 2012.

Deletion and substitution of Second Schedule

2. The Second Schedule to the Work Injury Compensation Act
is deleted and the following Schedule substituted therefor:

Amendment of Third Schedule

3. The Third Schedule to the Work Injury Compensation Act is
amended —

(a) by deleting the words “$140,000 or be less than $47,000” in
paragraph 1(2) and substituting the words “$170,000 or
be less than $57,000’;

(b) by deleting the words “$180,000 or be less than $60,000” in
paragraph 2(2) and substituting the words “$218,000 or
be less than $73,000’;

(c) by deleting “$25,000” in paragraph 5(1)(b) and substituting
“$30,000”; and

(d) by inserting, immediately after the words ‘‘but is not limited
to,” in paragraph 5(2), the words ‘‘the charges in connection
with an emergency medical transport for the conveyance of
an employee to receive medical treatment,”.
