MEDICINES (GENERAL SALE LIST) ORDER 2016
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The Schedule

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 23 of the Medicines
Act, the Minister for Health makes the following Order:

Citation and commencement

1. This Order is the Medicines (General Sale List) Order 2016 and
come into operation on 1 November 2016.

Definitions

2. In this Order, “Chinese proprietary medicine”, “homoeopathic
medicine”, “medicated oil and balm”, “quasi-medicinal product” and
“traditional medicine” have the same meanings as in the Medicines
(Traditional Medicines, Homoeopathic Medicines and other

Substances) (Exemption) Order (O 6).

General sale list

3.—(1) A medicinal product which, in the opinion of the Minister,
can with reasonable safety be sold or supplied otherwise than by or
under the supervision of a pharmacist is that of a description or class
set out in the Schedule.
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(2) For the purposes of section 26 of the Act, items 1 to 5 of the
Schedule are medicinal products in the automatic machine section of
the general sale list.

Revocation
4. The Medicines (General Sale List) Order (O 13) is revoked.
