PRIVATE EDUCATION
(AMENDMENT) REGULATIONS 2013

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 71 of the Private
Education Act, the Council for Private Education, with the approval of
the Minister for Education, hereby makes the following Regulations:

Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Private Education
(Amendment) Regulations 2013 and shall come into operation on
12th March 2013.

Amendment of regulation 24

2. Regulation 24 of the Private Education Regulations 2009 (G.N.
No. S 617/2009) (referred to in these Regulations as the principal
Regulations) is amended —

(a) by deleting the word “No” in paragraph (1) and substituting
the words “Subject to paragraph (1A), no”; and

(b) by inserting, immediately after paragraph (1), the following
paragraph:

“(1A) Paragraph (1) shall not apply to the registered
private education institutions specified in the Second
Schedule to the extent specified therein.”.

Amendment of regulation 25

3. Regulation 25 of the principal Regulations is amended —

(a) by deleting the word “Every” in paragraph (4) and
substituting the words “Subject to paragraph (4A), every”;
and
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(b) by inserting, immediately after paragraph (4), the following
paragraph:

“(4A) Paragraph (4) shall not apply to the registered
private education institutions specified in the Third
Schedule to the extent specified therein.”.

Renaming of Schedule and new Schedules

4. The principal Regulations are amended by renaming the Schedule
as the First Schedule, and by inserting immediately thereafter the
following Schedules:
