CUSTOMS (DUTIES) (EXEMPTION)
(AMENDMENT) ORDER 2019

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 13(1) of the Customs
Act, the Minister for Finance makes the following Order:

Citation and commencement

1. This Order is the Customs (Duties) (Exemption) (Amendment)
Order 2019 and comes into operation on 1 April 2019.

Amendment of Part I of Schedule

2. Item 22 of Part I of the Schedule to the Customs (Duties)
(Exemption) Order (O 5) is amended by deleting sub-paragraphs (1),
(2) and (3) in column (3) and substituting the following
sub-paragraphs:

“(1) wine and spirits not exceeding one litre each;
(2) wine and beer not exceeding one litre each;
(3) spirits and beer not exceeding one litre each;
(4) wine only not exceeding 2 litres;

(5) spirits only not exceeding one litre;

(6) beer only not exceeding 2 litres.”.
