CENTRAL PROVIDENT FUND
(WORKFARE INCOME SUPPLEMENT SCHEME)
(AMENDMENT) REGULATIONS 2012

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 57F of the Central
Provident Fund Act, the Minister for Manpower hereby makes
the following Regulations:

Citation and commencement

1.—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Central Provident
Fund (Workfare Income Supplement Scheme) (Amendment)
Regulations 2012 and shall, with the exception of regulation 7(d),
come into operation on 31st May 2012.

(2) Regulation 7(d) shall be deemed to have come into operation
on 1st July 2010.

Amendment of regulation 2

2. Regulation 2(1) of the Central Provident Fund (Workfare
Income Supplement Scheme) Regulations (Rg 36) (referred to in
these Regulations as the principal Regulations) is amended —

(a) by inserting, immediately after the definition of “income”,
the following definitions:

$1,700.”.
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Amendment of regulation 4

(a) heis a Singapore citizen, or becomes a Singapore
citizen, on or before the last day of that quarter;

(b) he has worked as an employee for a period of
at least 2 months in that quarter; and

(c) no part of that quarter forms any part of a
relevant quarter for which the member is entitled
under paragraph (6A) to receive any benefits.
