GOVERNMENT PROCUREMENT (APPLICATION)
(AMENDMENT) ORDER 2020

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 4 of the Government
Procurement Act, the Minister for Finance makes the following
Order:

Citation and commencement

1.—(1) This Order is the Government Procurement (Application)
(Amendment) Order 2020 and, except for Parts 2 and 3, is deemed to
have come into operation on 30 December 2018.

(2) Part 2 is deemed to have come into operation on 5 May 2019.

(3) Part 3 is deemed to have come into operation on 21 November
2019.

PART 1
