Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Customs (Miscellaneous
Fees and Rates) Regulations 2012 and shall come into operation on
19th December 2012.

Fees and rates payable to Director-General

2. There shall be payable to the Director-General —

(a) in respect of the matters specified in the first column of
Part I of the Schedule, the fees specified opposite thereto in
the second column; and

(b) 1n respect of the matters specified in the first column of the
Part II of the Schedule, the rates specified opposite thereto
in the second column.
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Waiver of payment

3. The Director-General may, in his discretion, waive the payment
of the whole or any part of the fees or rates specified in the Schedule

for any particular case.
