The design features higher education. The foreground
depicts students, in colour, engaged in various fields
of study — culinary arts at the Institute of Technical
Education (ITE), engineering at a polytechnic, and
medicine at a university. The background features the
ITE Headquarters and ITE College Central, and
National University of Singapore Bukit Timah
campus.

$2 Cupro-Nickel Proof-like Coin
The design features primary and secondary
education. The foreground depicts students, in colour,
engaged in diverse learning activities, in both
academic and non-academic domains. The
background features the Bukit Panjang Government
High School.

In each design, the tagline ‘Education, Building Our
Nation Together’ and the official SG50 logo (in
colour only for the $5 silver proof coin and $2 cupro-
nickel proof-like coin) are featured within a ribbon
across the coin. The denomination of the coin in
figures is below the SG50 logo at the right of the coin.
