Design of Obverse 1. The coin is gold in colour.

2. The Singapore Coat of Arms is engraved in the
centre of the coin with a dual latent image directly
below it and above the word “SINGAPORE”. The
dual latent image features Mr Lee Kuan Yew’s
birth year “1923” and his 100th birth anniversary
“2023”.

3. The word “SINGAPORE” appears once in each of
the 4 official languages and is engraved on the coin
around the Singapore Coat of Arms.

4. The words “100TH BIRTH ANNIVERSARY”
and “LEE KUAN YEW” are engraved along the
top and bottom circumferences of the coin,
respectively, with Mr Lee Kuan Yew’s life
period “1923” and “2015” on the left and right
of his name, respectively.

Design of Reverse 1. The coin is gold in colour.

2. The coin features —

(a) in the foreground —

(i) a portrait of Mr Lee Kuan Yew on the
right side of the coin; and

(ii) the Marina Barrage on the bottom left
side of the coin, with the right part
partially covered by the portrait of
Mr Lee Kuan Yew; and

(b) in the background —

(i) the skyline of the Raffles Place
financial district on the top, with the
right part partially covered by the
portrait of Mr Lee Kuan Yew; and

(ii) the Fullerton Hotel and
National Gallery Singapore on the left
side and right side of the coin,
respectively, in front of the
Raffles Place financial district skyline.
The right side of the National Gallery
Singapore is partially covered by the
portrait of Mr Lee Kuan Yew.

3. The denomination “$10” is engraved and placed at
9 o’clock of the coin, between the Marina Barrage
and Raffles Place financial district skyline.
