Citation and commencement

1. This Order is the Parliamentary Elections (Declaration of Group
Representation Constituencies) Order 2020 and comes into operation
on 13 March 2020.
Group representation constituencies

2. The electoral divisions specified in the Schedule are declared to
be group representation constituencies.
Number of candidates

3. Any election in the group representation constituencies
specified —
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(a) in Part 1 of the Schedule must be held on the basis of a
group of 4 candidates; and

(b) in Part 2 of the Schedule must be held on the basis of a
group of 5 candidates.

Revocation

4. The Parliamentary Elections (Declaration of Group
Representation Constituencies) Order 2015 (G.N. No. S 444/2015)
