Citation and commencement

1. This Notification may be cited as the Public Utilities (Electricity)
(Prescribed Articles) Notification 1997 and shall come into operation
on 15th April 1997.

Prescribed articles

2. The articles set out in the Schedule are prescribed articles for the
purposes of Part IV of the Public Utilities (Electricity)
Regulations 1997.

Cancellation

3. The Public Utilities (Electricity) (Prescribed Articles-
Consolidation) Notification (N 2) and the Public Utilities
(Electricity) (Prescribed Articles) Notification (N 5) are cancelled.
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THE SCHEDULE

(1) Ballasts for the operation of tubular fluorescent lamps on AC 50 Hz
electricity supply.

(2) Earth Leakage Circuit Breakers.

(3) Instantaneous Electric Water Heaters.

(4) 3‑pin rectangular type 13‑Amp Plugs.

(5) 13‑Amp Socket‑outlets.

(6) 3‑pin round type 2‑Amp, 5‑Amp and 15‑Amp Plugs.

(7) 2‑Amp, 5‑Amp and 15‑Amp Socket‑outlets.

(8) Fuses of not more than 13 amperes for use in plugs.

(9) Domestic Electric Wall Switches.

(10) Multi‑way Adaptors.

(11) Portable Cable Reels.

(12) 13‑Amp Portable Socket‑outlets.

(13) Mains Pressure Electric Storage Water Heaters.
